SWPPP Bill Resuscitated

Legislation to exempt Civil Engineers from the requirements imposed by
the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) has been passed by
the Senate Business and Professions Committee and will be considered for
final passage in the coming days. AB 1210 (Garrick) does three things:

e Provides that a licensed civil engineer shall not be required to meet
any additional experience, training, or certification requirements in or-
der to perform activities in the preparation of a Storm Water Pollution
Prevention Plan under the General Permit for Storm Water Discharges
Associated with Construction and Land Disturbance Activities (Order
No. 2009-0009-DWQ of the SWRCB) (General Permit).

e Provides that a licensed civil engineer shall be deemed to be in compli-
ance with all SWPPP developer training and certification requirements
for purposes of the General Permit.

e Provides that the preparation of a SWPPP by a licensed civil engineer
who does not possess a qualified SWPPP developer certificate issued
by the SWRCB does not constitute a violation of the General Permit
requirement.

Region 9 of ASCE joined the supporters of the bill to argue that the quali-
fications to practice engineering should be established by the Engineers
Board and that the SWRCB and other regulatory bodies should not set
standards and enforce additional requirements on what are fundamentals
of the practice of Civil Engineering. Many in the construction industry
supported the bill and observed the process to approve QSDs and QSPs
was slowing the work associated with SWPPP projects.

If AB 1210 is approved by the Legislature and signed by the Governor, it
would go into effect immediately.

Design Sequencing Bill Amended

The author of AB 294, which originally extended the authority of Caltrans
to test design-sequencing — has amended his bill with language that is
causing some concern with local transportation agencies. Added to the
bill on August 31 is a mandate that Caltrans “perform all project develop-
ment services and preparation of documents ... and construction inspec-
tion services” on any project on the state highway system. The bill allows
those services to be performed by Caltrans staff or consultants under
contract to Caltrans.

Senate Puts Brakes on Transportation Effort

The Senate Appropriations Committee killed AB 1229 (Feuer) that would
authorize the issuance of Grant Anticipation Revenue Vehicle (GARVEE)
bonds to accelerate projects programmed by a regional transportation
planning agency (RTPA) using its share of federal regional surface trans-
portation program (RSTP) or congestion mitigation and air quality (CMAQ)
funds. Region 9 ASCE supported the effort to accelerate projects. Cal-
trans estimated that the department would incur approximately $40,000
in fees and staff time related to each bond issuance. The Department of
Finance opposed the bill finding it “premature.” Finance noted that while

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a “multi-year [Federal] reauthorization is expected, the size of the ap-
propriation, the structure of the bill, and the date of enactment are
unknown. If a local entity were to use GARVEE bonds to fund RSTP or
CMAQ projects, there may not be future RSTP or CMAQ funds to pay
the debt service depending on whether or not those programs are
included as part of the new federal transportation act.

Rainwater Capture Bill sent to Governor

Region 9 ASCE supported AB 275 (Solorio) has been approved by
the Legislature and sent to Governor Brown. The intent of this bill is
to allow homeowners to install, or hire a licensed installer, rainwater
capture systems (RCS) to store rainwater that has not yet collected
urban pollutants for non-potable purposes. The installation of RCSs
promotes water conservation and assists in stormwater management
by reducing the amount of water that enters storm drains, thereby
saving consumers the cost of treating and transporting water before it
reaches the user. The author agreed to ASCE amendments to clarify
the scope of the RCS and role of design professionals.

The third officer who will be coming off the Board is Past-President
Jay Higgins, P.E. | don't think | have met anyone during my 40 years
of ASCE membership who knows more about the workings of the Los
Angeles Section or who is more devoted to the Section than Jay Hig-
gins. He has certainly set the bar very high for Section Presidents.
Thankfully for the Section, Jay will still be heavily involved in ASCE, as
a newly-elected governor on the Region 9 Board. That means he will
continue to attend our Section Board meetings, where he will be an
invaluable resource.

Our other new incoming Board officer is President-elect Mike Thorn-
ton, P.E. Mike is also a very experienced ASCE leader, having served
at the Branch, Section and Region levels. He will be a welcome addi-
tion to the Board and is eminently qualified to preside over the Section
when we enter the year of our Centennial in 2013.

The caliber of leaders that make up the Section Board has bolstered
my confidence that we will have a very successful year, despite any
headwinds from the lingering malaise of our economy.

We have our work cut out for us. The recession has put a big dent
in membership, particularly the number of members who pay Section
dues. The Section’s revenue has been in decline for several years.
Fortunately, due to the foresight of previous Boards who built an op-
erating reserve account, the Section has been able to maintain its
financial allocations to the Chapters, YMF's, and Branches and under-
write its other activities. However, our reserve is being depleted to the
point where it is imperative that the Section generate more revenue or
face the reality that financial support for programs and subsidiaries will
have to be reduced.

Therefore, working with the Board and other Section leaders, my key
goals for the next twelve months are summarized as follows:

1. Grow Section Revenue by 20% during the next two years, com-
pared to 2010-11. Turning around the decline of revenue will re-
quire a proactive effort focusing on such areas as:

Increasing revenue from newsletter advertising and the busi-
ness card directory

Developing opportunities for sponsorships for our website and
programs

Embarking on a membership campaign

Promoting estate planning contributions (to support student
chapters and scholarships)

Conducting a series of technical seminars and workshops.

Build Section Leadership depth and strength. It takes more
than a handful of individuals to lead a Section of our size. For the
Los Angeles Section to thrive, we need to attract and engage an
increased number of our ASCE colleagues to get involved in the
Section. We will do this by:

Ensuring that each Section committee has an active leader and
a complement of members

Providing meaningful and relevant charts of work for each com-
mittee

Publicizing the accomplishments of our leaders and their com-
mittees

Los Angeles Section Monthly: OCT. 2011
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Encouraging participation in Section Board meetings (in person
or by remote)

Promoting attendance at Leaders’ Workshops.
